​ Can retell the story with more detail, 
including why the events are important 
to Christians. 

​ Can explain the “good news” part of 
the story (Jesus being born). 

​ Can suggest why Christians might say 
Jesus is a gift from God. 

​ Can make links between their own 
feelings at celebrations and how 
Christians might feel about Jesus’ 
birth.
